Lechleiter joined Lilly in 1979, and his experiences include roles in pharmaceutical product development, project management 
and regulatory affairs. He has been the head of pharmaceutical products since 1998. He was promoted to executive vice 
president of pharmaceutical operations and corporate development in 2001 and assumed the role of executive vice president 
of pharmaceutical operations in 2003.
